HOW TO ENTER:

Step 2: Decorate your bin. Be as creative as you like within the guidelines. 
Step 3: Take a photo and upload the one (1) photo you like most in the comments of the competition post on 
Facebook. Photos must be uploaded by 11.59pm Sunday, 12 July 2020 and any photos uploaded after this time 
will not be entered into the competition, and thus not eligible for a prize.
Step 4: Council will then upload the photos into an album on Paroo Shire Council’s Facebook page to be voted on by 
the public from 12pm Monday, 13 July 2020 to 12pm Friday, 17 July 2020.

GUIDELINES: 
Any entries that include negative or derogatory content will not be considered. 
If you’re decorating your bin, please remember: 
•	 3D objects or materials used to decorate the bin that may cause damage to the garbage truck must be removed 

before bin day.
•	 Modifications that may affect the structural integrity of the bin is not permitted i.e. drilling of holes, etc.
•	 Toxic paints are not permitted for the safety of pets and small children.

WHO PICKS THE WINNERS?
The entries will be judged based on the most liked photos in the album that Council will upload of the eligible entered 
photos. Voting will be open from 12pm Monday, 13 July 2020 to 12pm Friday, 17 July 2020.

involved with organising the competition are not eligible to enter. Entrants under 18 years of age must have the 
consent of their parent or guardian to enter.

5.	 Only entries which are submitted via the competition Facebook post by the closing day and time will be accepted. 
Any photographs submitted must be original photographs taken by the person submitting. Persons unable to 
access Facebook may contact Council on (07) 4655 8400 or council@paroo.qld.gov.au and make arrangements for 
Council to upload on their behalf. In uploading any image the person doing so warrants that it is an original work.

6.	 Voting will be open from 12.00pm Monday, 13 July 2020 until 12pm Friday, 17 July 2020. A “vote” is a reaction on 
the photos in the album that Council will upload from the eligible submitted photos. Reactions on the submitted 
photos within the competition post do not count. 

7.	 Once photographs are uploaded they may be reproduced by Council in any manner and in any media without 
payment of any license fee or otherwise. 

8.	 The winner will be announced via the Paroo Shire Council Facebook page. If the winner is under the age of 18 
Council may elect to give the prize to the winner’s parent or guardian. 

9.	 The prize amount awarded will in vouchers amounting to $200 for 1st place, $100 for 2nd place, and $60 for  
3rd place to spend at participating local businesses. Any loss due to conversion rates or fees will not be  
Council’s responsibility.
